Knowledge is the best of the three benefits
of seeking knowledge of the Sharia
Shaykh Ibn al-Uthaymeen Rahimahullaah
said:
'The best of these three is knowledge
by which a person benefits. | will give
you an example, in fact, many

examples.

Abu Hurairah RadhiAllaahu anhu was
from the most knowledgeable of the

Companions after the Messenger
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sallAllaahu alayhi wa sallam and he
would sometimes fall on the ground
due to severe hunger, along with that
most of the Muslims now only read his
narrations.

This is because he is from those who
conveyed a lot of Ahadeeth of the
Messenger of Allaah sallAllaahu alayhi
wa sallam to us and that is recurring
charity.

Bring me the richest person who used
to give charity at the time of Abu
Hurairah RadhiAllaahu anhu, does his

charity remain now?! The answer is no.
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Imam Ahmad and Shaykh ul Islaam Ibn
Taymeeyah Rahimahamullaah both
teach us while they are in their grave;
because their books are in our hands.
If we were to look at the best Khalifah,
the best merchant at the time of lbn
Taymeeyah Rahimahullaah

Did their good reach us today ?! No,
therefore, knowledge is the most

beneficial of the three matters.'
